It has been the power of prayer and God’s 
grace that has already kept me here on this earth for over two years beyond what the 
doctors had predicted, and I continue to believe that I’m indestructible until the Lord is 
finished with me (although I’m so looking forward to seeing my beloved Saviour face to 
face!).   
 

For now, I’ll just have to put up with the tubes in my body, the hospital bed and 
food, and the frustration of knowing there’s so much work to do that I can’t get to right 
now. But at least I have the privilege of writing a few important words to you with the 
much-needed help of my son Ron… 

 
I believe the Lord has asked me to help strengthen the ministry of Crossroads/100 

Huntley Street which, like me, needs a miracle right now! Fifty-four years ago this 
month, the TV ministry began, and it must continue strongly into the future, for the 
sake of the Gospel of Jesus and the many lives that still need to hear the Good News.  
 
 I have been praying fervently for Crossroads, especially during this time of 
leadership transition with John Hull having stepped aside as CEO, as well as during this 
time of heavy financial burden. I feel a sense of confidence that God will clearly speak 
to His faithful servants, like you, to join me in prayer and in sacrificial giving in 
order to see a breakthrough! 
 
 One of my inspiring Bible heroes regarding prayer is Daniel. After being exiled to 
Babylon as a teenager and the attempts by the authorities to assimilate him into their 
ungodly, pagan society, Daniel stayed true to the God of Abraham! Even as he rose in 
rank and served in high leadership under four different emperors (all of whom thought 
they were gods), he remained faithful to the One true God and prayed fervently three 
times a day…with his window open!
